Presentation

An eminently practical subject focussed on the teaching of the methods and techniques used for the laboratory
treatment of the various materials located in an archaeological excavation and its subsequent documentation through
theoretical-practical training in the use of the technologies of the information and communication.

The student's work will be structured based on theoretical knowledge and practical implementation of: the inventory and
registration systems of archaeological materials exhumed in excavations (ceramics, metals, lithic and bone industry,
construction materials, etc.); the identification of the main types of ceramic materials; the discernment of the various
archeobiological materials; the learning of the techniques of drawing of the ceramics, metals and the lithic industry; and
the knowledge of the conservation and restoration systems of the various types of materials.

Learning objectives

O1: Learn the techniques used to treat the various materials in the laboratory.

O2: Understand the inventory and registration systems of exhumed archaeological materials in excavations: ceramics,
metals, lithic and bone industry, construction materials, etc.

O3: Identify the main types of ceramic materials.

O4: Understand the various archeobiological materials: taxonomic and taphonomic bases of the various
archeozoology and archaeobotanical disciplines.

O5: Learn the drawing techniques of ceramics, metals and lithic industry.

O6: Understand the conservation and restoration systems of the various types of materials.
