Evaluation

Evaluation

Two partial tests: the first on the test day officially set in November. The second to one of the classes of the last
week before the Christmas holidays, set by the teacher of each group.

The final exam will be the test date officially set after Christmas holidays.

The student who only obtains the qualification in 2 or less of the four types of evaluation will obtain as the final
mark of this subject the qualification of NOT PRESENTED.

It is expected that in Lleida the Economic History of undergraduate and graduate degrees will be semi-face-to-face.

In Igualada, in person.

First part in Igualada (face-to-face): Ten short questions related to the syllabus and the practical classes (up to
topic 4 and practice 2 included). It accounts for 25% of the grade.

First part in Lleida (online): It is expected that the exam of week 9 will be online. The rest, in person, if there is no
news.

Partial test 1 in Lleida: From ten to fifteen questions related to the syllabus and the practical classes (up to subject
4 and practice 2 included), with limited time. It accounts for 25% of the grade.

In the event that, finally, the first part could be made in person, it would be as indicated by Igualada.

Other tests, face-to-face.

Part 2: Forty test questions with three options. Errors remain a quarter of the value of the question. Includes topics
5 to 10 and practices 3 and 4. It accounts for 25% of the grade.

The practices must be delivered in two terms that will be indicated. The first term practices 1 and 2 and the second
term practices 3 and 4. In total, they score 25% of the mark.

Final test: Fifty type test questions with three options. Errors remain a quarter of the value of the question. They
include all the issues and practices. There will be half of the questions referred to the four practices and the other
half to the theoretical classes. It has 25%.

Students who, for work reasons, choose the alternative assessment option, must do so according to the terms
established by the UdL authorities.

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- Ability to understand the complexity of the relationships between economic and non-economic aspects (social,
institutional, ...)

- Knowledge of contemporary historical processes and the main demographic, socio-economic, political and cultural
factors that condition them.

- Ability to interpret current economic transformations in relation to changes in social, political and institutional
realities.

- Knowledge of European economic history in a comparative perspective.

- Ability to comment, record or edit texts and documents of current institutions correctly from a historical
perspective.

- Ability to obtain the necessary contents from the query of books or databases of quality, both economic historians
and institutions related to economic and social life.

 

Additional objectives of the practices:

- Use of excel to perform basic and graphic calculations.

- The realization of the practices allows to use texts in English by the teacher or by means of the autonomous
consultation of the students.
