Economic Policy is a subject that is taught in the ADE degree to help understanding and analyzing the main
economic measures taken by the government or other institutions, to achieve certain objectives that improve the
level of well-being of the community. The subject is taught in the second semester of the second year of the
degree. This placement is not free but responds to a transversal learning strategy. In this sense, it must be said
that in the second semester of the first year the student has obtained the basic knowledge of economics with the
subject Economics |. Throughout the first semester of the second year with the study of Economics Il, students
reach sufficient knowledge of economics to be able to interpret and use the information and economic indicators. It
is at this point that the student can assimilate and understand the different economic policy measures, the
objectives they pursue and their consequences on economic agents and sectors. Subsequently, all this knowledge
will be fundamental to understand the current economic environment and its evolution, basic contents of the
Spanish and World Economy subject that is studied in the first semester of the third year.
