Evaluation

Continuous assessment: Exposed content and readings, presentations and reports will be assessed:

Block 1: Content evaluation. Exam: 50% (two independent tests: 25% assessment and 25% treatment)

Block 2: Activities in the classroom: Presentations in class: 20% (Presentation of the cases, evaluation and
diagnosis reports).

Block 3: Preparation of a case evaluation and treatment program (work): 30%

To pass the subject, a minimum of 4 out of 10 is required in the two content evaluation evidences.

Alternative assessment:

The student who wishes to do so will have the right to waive the continuous assessment at the beginning of the
semester and opt for the alternative assessment method, with two unique assessments at the end of the subject.
To do so, you must submit an application to the secretariat within the set deadline and provide supporting
documentation of work activity and/or other personal situations.

The alternative assessment modality includes:

Block 1: Content evaluation. Exam - 60%

Block 2: Preparation of a case evaluation and treatment program (work): 40%.

To pass the subject, a minimum of 4 out of 10 is required for both evidences.
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
