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Subject's extra information

The aim of the course is to introduce students to the study of urban space by introducing the gender perspective.
To do this, a gradual approach is carried out through different scales of analysis ranging from the most individual
spheres, ranging from the body itself to the house, through those in the neighborhood and from there to the whole
area. urban.

Space, and especially cities, have a genre and it is a matter of reflecting precisely on this: the production of urban
spaces and the implicit (sometimes very explicit !!!) models of cities that sustain them. Finally, and from a
historical perspective, the feminine claim of the right to the city is approached, the approaches that are made from
feminist urbanism and the new forms of intervention in the urban space that include the gender perspective.

It is recommended to read the guide of each topic before starting
to do the readings and activities proposed for each one.

Learning objectives
Specific objectives:

1- Understand how and why gender relations are built and reproduced in urban space and what are some of the
instruments and policies with a spatial impact that have been applied to alleviate the inequalities that this causes.

2- Address the women's claim to the right to the city and learn about some of the new forms of intervention on
urban space from a gender perspective

3- Know instruments, concepts and theories to introduce gender issues in the analysis and intervention on urban
space

- Mobility and accessibility

- The design of spaces with the incorporation of gender criteria

- The issue of urban insecurity

Methodology

Reading guides, readings and three activities (one per topic) posed around specific questions or issues to be
developed by students.
